Supermarket chains like Kroger, Publix, and H-E-B have started to
limit in-store and online purchases on products such as toilet paper,
cleaning supplies and paper towels to reduce stress on supply
chains.

“What we are trying to do is to make sure that we don’t have
hoarding," Scott McClelland, president of H-E-B Food and Drug, told
NBC News’ Jo Ling Kent in an interview. “One of the things that we
found in particular with the recent run on paper goods is that we
want to be able to spread it as far as we can, amongst as many
shoppers as possible.”

Present “To be” Grammar Conjugations



“To Be”

Positive Form:

| - lam — I'm

You/we/they — You are/we are/they are — You're/we're/they’re
He/shel/it — He is/she is/it is — He’s/she’s/it’s
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“To Be”

Negative Form:
| - I am not — I’'m not

You/wel/they — You are not/we are not/they are not — You're not/we’re not/they’re
not

He/shel/it — He is not/she is not/it is not — He’s not/she’s not/it’s not




“To Be”

Question Form:
| - Am — Am |?
You/we/they — Are — Are you?/are we?/are they?

He/shel/it — Is — Is he?/ls she?/ls it?
